General Business:

· Phesants Nest – Seeking clarification regarding incidents involving asbestos including decontamination procedures and use of P2 dust masks. Dennis McTaggart has a copy of the NSWFB SOP’s which will be reviewed at SMT. Crews should not enter fire damaged asbestos fibro buildings as this is a HAZMAT situation. Crews should be withdrawn to a safe refuge area.

· Mount Hunter – Seeking permission to change nozzles on cab over spray system as the current system is  producing an ineffective mist which does not cover the cab area. S.Reeves to seek advise from Southwell Agricultural re an appropriate replacement spray nozzle being mindful of water output (consumption).

· Picton – Question re availability of rigger style gloves. A limited number of new fire fighting gloves meeting Australian std are now in stock at the WECC central store.

· Dennis McTaggart – Noted the first class housekeeping at The Oaks station from a recent visit. 

· No new PPE has been purchased in the last 3 months.

· Working Group looking at  1) Upgrades to the Pager system.
