·  Status of action points were reviewed.
· (F110.3) Hunt Hunter Hose Drying System.  Mount Hunter Brigade have sourced a pole to be erected for hose drying. Pole to be erected as soon as possible.

General Business:

· Debbie McDonald seeking ideas on how to better protect / wear fire ground radios on jackets. Shane suggested a radio harness which sells for around $20 through the RFSA. Shane to provide demo model at next meeting.

· Peter Sparkowski suggested minutes be e mailed out to reps.

· Steve Remfry lead debate on the dangers of new flourenscent lights containing mercury and breakage during structural fires. Level of mercury while present is extremely low. Timely reminder that there are many hazzardsat structural fires. 

· Leigh Daniels recommended that ropes on hose drying poles be replaced every 5 years to avoid catastrophic failure. Shane Reeves suggested that the rope should be inspected every time before use. Risk assessment and safe work procedure for drying hoses prepared previously by Shane Reeves will be reissued at the next meeting.

Discussion re issue of Boot zippers are not standard issue. Zippers are for structural fire fighting boots. Standard issue boots have laces which provide more solid ankle support for bush fire fighting.

· Cheryl Ashton reported problem with rodents in the WECC. Baiting underway. Appears to be a seasonal problem across the shire.
