	Business Arising from Minutes: 

·  Status of action points were reviewed.
· (F110.3) Hunt Hunter Hose Drying System.  Mount Hunter Brigade have sourced a pole to be erected for hose drying. Pole to be erected as soon as possible. 
· (F117) Station Safety Audits – . Outstanding Audits  - Douglas Park, Menangle, Appin, Tahmoor, Phesants Nest, Communications to complete the round of audits.

· External lighting at the WECC – Review sensor lighting for night time access to WECC. 
· Meeting Reminders – Pagers no longer to be used for meeting reminders. Shane Reeves will send out a reminder e mail before the FFH&S meeting.
